Team Lent Course 2015
During Lent we will be running part of a course called ‘Pilgrim’ which specifically looks at the Ten Commandments.

There will be 5 sessions over 5 weeks and each session will be run in each parish from the week beginning 22nd February.

Session 1: Priorities.  Looking at Jesus’ summary of the law as the foundation for the way a disciple is called to live.

Session 2: Reverence.  Exploring the importance of reverence and worship for God and the danger of making idols of what we love.

Session 3: Rest.  Exploring the theme of reverence in the third commandment and the linked theme of rest and Sabbath in the rhythm of our lives.

Session 4: Respect.  Focussing on the honour shown within the family and respect for the sanctity of life.

Session 5: Righteousness.  Looking at the commandments about adultery and theft and their implications for our daily lives.
